
returning to higher 
learning institutes.   Re-
cently, when oil produc-
tion skyrocketed in Okla-
homa, enrollment was at 
an all-time low. In the 
economically unstable 
spring of 2009, the Sayre 
campus enrollment was 
only 417.  By this fall, it 
was up to 538.  Com-
pared to one year ago, 
this is an increase of 
7.8%  (from 499).  
M e a n w h i l e ,  t h e 
Weatherford campus has 
a 3.2% increase to 4,589 
students from 4, 446 one 
year ago. 

     Another factor  for 
Sayre may be the 
stepped-up recruiting. 
Students may have also 
noticed SWOSU recruit-
